Note:  Mrs. Lefeld’s class will already be backstage  IN THE WINGS quietly waiting for cues to come on.
SCENE 1

Setting: Lights out in the gym.

Spotlight on the stage.  Four students ( two from each side) walk out toward each other
2 girls from one side, two boys from the other.  One boy is bouncing a basketball.
The greet and say “Hey!  What are you guys up to?” etc.

Recorder Boy David:  I was just telling Joey how I just love Saturdays… I can sleep late, eat all day, maybe go to lake with my Dad later….

Ariel :  I love that I don’t have any homework! 

(Student 1 and 2 nod, say   “yeah” and high five on that one.)
Emily K. (Emily King):  My brother is in middle school and he has homework every weekend!

Basketball Boy Joey:  My brother is in high school and she is taking the SAT today! It takes 4 hours!!!!

Recorder Boy David David and Ariel. Emily K. grimace.( say eww, oh no… etc)

Ariel:  “Can you believe we’ll BE in middle school in just a couple of months?”

The others answer randomly….shaking their heads “No”…..”Uh-uh”
Recorder Boy David :  My mom keeps telling me things will change next year.



Basketball Boy Joey: Mine too, but I can’t wait!  I heard the gym is huge, with bleachers for watching games!  

Recorder Boy David:  …and the stage is in an auditorium with permanent seats!  No more moving chairs for Mr. Stern and Ms Young!

Everyone nods
Emily K.:  I hope I remember everything I learned while I was at Pleasant Union.

Ariel;  Are you kidding?  I hope I remember what I learned THIS year!

(they all laugh)

Recorder Boy David:   What?  Like how to play the recorder? (pulls out a recorder and starts playing 

“Hot cross buns.. Hot cross…)
Ariel interrupts:  No!  what?? ( looks at Recorder Boy David like he is crazy)  Besides….That was in FOURTH grade!  

Emily K.:  Okay, like how to multiply?

Ariel:  C’mon!  Are you Serious?  We did that in THIRD grade!

Recorder Boy David:  ( say sarcastically) Okay then Miss Perfect Memory… What did you learn in SECOND grade?

Ariel;  How to make a castle out of geometric shapes!

Basketball Boy Joey:  I remember that!    I LOVED doing that!  (Ariel and Recorder Boy David smile)  I made mine out of duct tape, shoe boxes, toilet paper tubes…… and a basketball.  (He looks at the audience and grins)

Emily K.:  Okay… next question:  What did you learn in FIRST grade?

Ariel;  That’s easy.  How to read!   

Recorder Boy David:  You sure have a good memory.  I bet you can’t remember what you learned in KINDERGARTEN!

Ariel:  How to remember my lunch number!  

(they all laugh, each saying their lunch number, or “I brought my lunch“ )  

Emily K. interjects:   “can you believe that the lunch lady had all of those numbers memorized?”

( they all say ‘I know”  “amazing”  etc.)

Ariel: No really, I remember learning how to write my name in Mrs. Saaranen’s class.  I thought that was the coolest thing ever. Plus the trip to Hillridge Farms to get a pumpkin,

Basketball Boy Joey:  oh, yeah! 

Emily K.:  That was so much fun!  

Recorder Boy David: I went panning for gemstones and thought I would find enough gold to be rich!

Emily K. looks at Ariel:  So?

Ariel:  So…. what?

Emily K.: So what DID you learn about THIS year?

Ariel:  Well, it seemed like the history of the world and everything in it!  I am hoping my brain doesn’t explode from the EOG’s!!

( They all laugh)
Recorder Boy David: You know what?  ( they  look at her/him)
Ariel, Joey and Emily K.:  What?

Recorder Boy David:  With graduation coming up soon, wouldn’t it be cool to come up with a power point, or a play or SOMETHING… that would remind everyone of all of the things we did over the years?

Ariel;  yeah… that would be fun….

Emily K.  How about a newscast!  ( acting like a newscaster)  “  This just in: David is entering Pleasant Union for the first time… a mere kindergartener.  Will he make it down the hall without crying?

Will his backpack be bigger than he is?  

Ariel: Will he get on the right bus? 

Joey.:Will he remember his lunch number???  

Ariel: Does he even know who the president  of the United States is?    (They all laugh…)

lights fade.
Open curtain



CURTAIN OPENS

SCENE 2  Newsdesk

Left side light on an anchorman and anchorwoman on left.

( insert some “TV” music here) CD__________

Anchorman Good Evening.  I’m Todd Tellit

Anchorwoman:  and I’m  Ima Talker, with the PUE Evening News.

Todd (Anchorman):  This just in:  In fact, in the year 2007   George Bush was president.

Ima (Anchorwoman):  The vice president was Dick Cheney.

Todd:  that’s right Ima.  And 2007 was the year our graduating 5th graders were just starting Kindergarten.

Ima:  And my how they have grown!  They went from singing with Barney to singing with Beyonce’

Todd:   I think your guests from Mrs. Lefeld‘s class can give us an even better “picture”  of what was going on in 2007 and 2008 when they were Kindergarteners and First graders.



Scene 2 Continued/ LEFELD

( Pirates of Car., Education/Dreams)
Lights come up on stage.  Mrs. Lefeld’s class is sitting in their spots on stage,  The following students will offer up their memories from Kindergarten and first grade:

Then they will begin coming from the wings with signs and announcements… then going back to their spot.

Jenna and Camiya   stand up:

Jenna: Camiya, This seems like a good time to pause and consider the importance of Our Education and Dreams for the Future.

Camiya:  Yes, Jenna, I agree.  Here are some students with their own words of wisdom  about how our education effects our dreams for future.

Several  students come out and tell their words of wisdom.
Dance takes place and when done.. lights on stage go out, dancers go back to their spots QUIETLY and spotlight goes back to the anchor desk.

Todd:  Wow!  That was great!  What else do we have to look back at those first years of elementary school?

__________ walks out on to stage and holds up a picture she drew…”I drew this in (k or 1st)”

Ima:  Look at that Todd, quite a picture for a first grader!

Todd: Yes it is Ima.  Could you draw like that in _____ grade?

Ima: Oh, no, and it made me sad!

Todd:  let’s go to our correspondent from Mrs. Lefeld’s class and get her opinion of what is was like learning to draw.

Lefeld student 2:  Thanks Todd, and Hello everyone.  My name is ______.

Yes, I remember that my teachers always told me to not worry about if I read, or drew as well as someone else, that I was special and had my own gifts and talents.  We are not you know!

Todd;  Well there you have it!  A great message from Mrs. Lefeld’s class!                     

Ima: A big Thank You and Good job!  To Mrs. Lefeld’s class for taking us back all those years and entertaining us as well!

Students are bowing and leaving.  They exit to the ramp. And SILENTLY  return to their places in the audience.

Ima: It’s time for a word from out sponsor . 

Close Curtain.
Mrs. Woronka’s class  move to stage to get in place


Scene 3

2nd Grade/ Woronka/ 2009

Wisdom: Honesty

Commercial ends and curtain opens…spotlight back on Todd and Ima.

Todd:  Welcome back to this broadcast of WALB News. Let’s hand it over to  Our Weather Twosome Sunny Daye  and Wendy Hill with a look back at the weather!  Ladies?

Lights come up on stage 

Mrs. Woronka’ class is sitting in their spots on stage.

Sunny:  Thanks Todd!  

Wendy: Good evening folks!  

As you may remember, back in 2009 and 2010 when our 5th graders were in second grade,  

Sunny:  one of the things they studied was weather.  

Wendy: And just how WAS the weather that year Sunny?  Sunny: Well, Wendy , it was WINDY ( she starts laughing)  and Sunny

on a year-round calendar that meant starting school in the heat of July.  The lowest temperature that month was 60 degrees, but the highest was 99 degrees!  Now that’s Hot!! 

Recorder Boy David runs on stage   “did someone say HOT???” 

and starts playing “Hot Cross Buns” as ________, Playing a policemen/security guards run out and escort him/her off.

Sunny: … as I was saying… our students started school in July.  The earth moving event that month was a   7.9 Magnitude earthquake on July 15, just west of I New Zealand.  
Wendy: It created a small tsunami.  But that was nothing compared to the spring of 2010. This was the year the Earth struck back.

Earthquakes, heat waves, floods, volcanoes, super typhoons, blizzards, landslides and droughts in 2010 made it the deadliest year in more than a generation.
Sunny:  In January an earthquake hit Haiti.  In February an earthquake that was 500 times stronger hit Chile.  A volcano erupted in Iceland and a 2 pound hailstone fell in South Dakota!  The list is endless!  But, I cannot tell you everything… or we’d never finish our show!

Todd:  Thanks for reining it in Sunny.  HAH!  rhymes with Rain?  Get it?  RAINING it in.. Sunny?

(Sunny and Ima roll their eyes)

Uh… well… moving along….Let me turn it over to Our class reporter in the field Miss Sally Story
(Jada)

Hello everyone.  I’m Sally Story here with Tommy and  Natha J. from Mrs.Woronka’s class.

Jada: Tell me, what do YOU remember from 2nd Grade?

Nathan J: Who could forget our castles made out of geometric 

shapes? (student walks out holding a castle)

Tommy:  Or raising butterflies from the chrysalis?

Jorge:  Yeah!  We planted flowers  and made a butterfly garden!

John:  ..and we met Mr. Stern!

Jada/Sally:  Thank you guys, now back to you Sunny!

Sunny: … (Sunny turns back to the audience “ ) I could stay here all day and tell you interesting weather facts from 2009 and 2010,  but I’m going to turn it over to some students from Mrs. Woronka’s class who have  some interesting facts from the year they were in Second grade

Recorder Boy David runs out:  “Did someone say HOT???    He starts trying to play again and is pulled off stage by security guy.
Abigail and Natalie stand up:

Natalie: Abigail, This seems like a good time to pause and consider the importance of HONESTY.

Abigail:  Yes, Natalie, I agree.  Here are some students with their own words of wisdom about HONESTY.

WORDS OF WISDOM
Ima:  Back to you Sunny and Wendy!
Wendy:  Thanks !  And thanks to Mrs. Woronka’s  class for those interesting insights.

 to share.
Todd: Hey Ima, all that talk of weather, and rain, which makes mud… which splashes when you drive…and honesty, which is SO important…..ummm…. so I wanted to say…..

Ima: Todd…spit it out!

Todd: I noticed your car  really needs washing.
Ima: What??
Todd: I mean…. Oh, good grief!  Commercial!

( he puts his head in his hands and the spotlight goes off, curtain closes so that Woronkas class can leave and Nussbaum’s class can set up) 

John comes  out from curtain and stands in front of it.

Kid Commercial:  5 Minute Miracle Spray
(John Alexander) 
“Do you find yourself saying things that get you in trouble?  
Do you spend time in the principals office apologizing?  
Do you walk laps during recess?  
Did you have sit on the steps during P.E?

Do you have to write apology notes to teachers?

Then you need “ Five minute Miracle”  Just spray a little around  right after your goof up and everyone forgets the last 5 minutes!  Unfortunately, you might too, meaning you might just do that dumb thing all over again,  but if you remember to hold your breath… you’re GOOD TO GO!

Only $5!.  ( sprays something) “Ooooo.. That smells nice!”   Then start the whole commercial again…..finally another student comes out to escort the “talker” off stage.  

“Tapper” taps him on the shoulder---------------:  shaking their head “  You just can’t remember to hold your breath, can you? “  and walks  John off stage, back through the curtain as she says

 “Huh?   I need to finish my commercial…….wait, hey, where are we going?......”

(be sure to take the can to the news desk for the next scene.)



Scene  4

NUSSBAUM  3rd Grade
2010-2011
When the curtain opens, spot goes to news desk, where Todd and Ima are sitting, with a can of the “spray” on the desk. 
Ima:  Welcome back to our “ look back” newscast!  I am your host who apparently needs to wash her car!

 Todd is sneakily spraying it behind Ima’s back

Nussbaum’s class is sitting in their spots frozen

( Ima pauses and acts as if she is sniffing the air) Oooo..what’s that nice smell Todd?

Todd:  Oh, just some new air freshener I bought ( he smiles and winks at the audience)

Ima:  I like it!

Todd: Well, you don’t know how glad I am to hear that Ima!  (he smiles) 

Ima:  So where were we?

Todd:  Oh we were just talking about how much we were enjoying the entertainment tonight. 

Ima: Oh, yeah!  Not only have I remembered a few things from the past few years, but I think I have learned some things too.

Todd:  Yes, it has been a trip down memory lane.  Without the luggage or expensive air fare!  ( he smiles and nods) 

Ima:  My Todd, you are quite the comedian!

Todd:  Well I do pride myself on my sense of humor……( he grins and sits up proudly, and makes a gesture at the audience… like a finger point and wink)
So Ima, who do we have up next?



Ima:  It’s time to look back to our 3rd  grade year, with the help of Mrs. Nussbaum’s class.  Let’s go to our student in the field Averee Andrews:

Lights on stage… .

Averee comes up to the mic in center stage

Averee: “Hi! I am Averee Andrews here with Mrs. Nussbaums class to look back at 2010-2011, then end of the Second grade and starting our third grade year.

Excuse me MacKenzie and Amaya, what do you remember most about 3rd grade:

Mackenzie tells something…

__Ms. L. Clark was standing on a table showing up something on the clock and a teacher walked in… she was so embarrassed!

Amaya: We made up a song about our track and Teacher to sing on the music program.

David;  (bird in exhaust pipe story)

Lights come up on stage( if not up already)

2 or 3 students will come out with a brief “memory” to tell.

Will says: “I loved the cinnamon buns the cafeteria served at breakfast”

Recorder Boy David runs out onto stage:  Did someone say “Buns????”  and begins playing Hot Cross Buns…Eric comes back out again to get him



Aiden makes comment about friends.  

That will segue into our song:  Stand By Me 
Once the song is over, class leaves stage, gets signs and  go to both wings to wait for the facts.

Lights on stage go down

 spotlight goes back to Todd and Ima

Todd has his eyes closed and is pencil drumming in the desk and singing part of the song still, like “bomp, bomp bombombom Bomp bomp…

Ima elbows him… to get his attention… “ Uh-hmmm… Todd”  (she motions to the audience with her head)

Todd snaps out of his music dream and sits up, gets himself together… “Oh, Hi everyone!  Just enjoying the song there…”  he laughs with a sort of nervousness/embarrassment.

Ima is smiling.  

Ima:  “Okay then.  Welcome back, Todd.” ( she looks at him like he is crazy) 

Todd slowly reaches for the can of spray, hoping she won’t notice.  

Ima turns and says “This is no time for air freshener!”  and snatches it out of his hand.
Todd, snaps his fingers as if to show “darn it!”   and makes a face, as Ima turns the other way and places the spray on her side of the desk.

When she turns back, he is smiling and facing the audience, like nothing happened.

Ima:“Let’s move along, shall we?”                                 

Todd:  “I think that’s a fantastic idea, Ima!  What else do you guys remember from those days?

Todd:  School memories are so fun to recall.  Now, I know you must also have some  interesting facts from 2010-and 2011?

Spot moves to student 

Averee:  “Yes, Todd we do.”  He or she holds out his hand to motion them out….

( lights come up and they begin to some out with their signs and facts)

Students do facts here…..

When Blake says one of the top movies was Ironman, 
Averee:  Ironman had some great music!  Here are our Nussbaum’s Class dancer’s with a dance to 

“Back in Black” from Ironman

class takes a bow and wait to leave stage until :

Ima:  Wow!  What a great way to end our look back at 2nd and 3rd grade!  Thank you Mrs. Nussbaum’s class! Now a word from on of our sponsors:  

Curtain is closed.   



Curtain closes and there is a student Commercial inserted here as Hudson’s class transitions onto stage.

SCENE 5  Collins’ Class
Commercial ends and spotlight goes to Todd and Ima.  Collins class should be on stage at this point, quiet and still.

Spot on news desk

Todd:  Greetings and Welcome back to our show.  It’s time to take a look back at 2011 and 2012.

Ima:  With it being year round school, Our 5th graders were just finishing 3rd grade, completing 4th and starting 5th.

Todd:  Yes they were.  And what busy grades those are!  What do you suppose they were up to the end of 3rd grade?

Ima:  I’m glad you asked Todd.  We have our reporter in the field with Mr. Collins’s Class to take us back just a year  ago.

Lights up on Haley

Out come the kids with signs and facts. For 2011 and 2012

Haley:  Hi!  My name is Haley and I am happy to be here to guide you through our Looking Back journey.  The end of 3rd grade meant our first EOG’s and a look forward to learning about North Carolina in 4th grade.  Here are some students with the history part of 3rd and 4th  and even the start of 5th grade

Lights up on stage

FACTS people

Then: 

Haley:  Let’s not forget the History of US!
More students come forward:                

 Eva: trip to the symphony, .: ,  : 

Emily Higgins: “took a field trip to the mountains!”
Yusuf: Long division and multiplication
Tori:  Pieces of Gold!
Colby: I STARTED at Pleasant Union in 4th grade!
Kayla:“Who can forget that we learned to play recorders?”

Recorder Boy David:  walks out and says “CAN I FINALLY PLAY HOT CROSS BUNS???”

Everyone answers “YES!”  He plays and takes a bow… then 

Madison:  Hey, wait a minute!  We can do better than that!  Hit it!

(students pull out recorders and play “Ode to Joy”)

Separate Recorder Karate CD Track

Recorder players: 

Applause…put recorders away.

Ashlynn:  Hey  Haley!

Haley:  What  Ashlynn?  

Ashlynn:  I know this audience has waited all night to hear those fabulous recorders, but what about a class dance or song like the other classes?

Haley:  I don’t know, what do you guys think?  (looks at class on stage)

Jase:  Beethoven is great, but  “I LOVE rock-n-Roll”

Students say “Yeah!”  and get in places.

Sing/play song



At the end of the song/dance, all of the students should go to the steps of the gym.  Lights in the house come up/

Todd and Ima may need to come to the center /forward of the group

Lights in house fade and Spot can go to them.  Recorder Boy David, Ariel and Emily K.  should be next to them.

Todd: Well, here we are all the way to fifth grade!

Ima:  Yep!  All grown up and headed to the changes of middle school.

Todd;  Well, Guys,  (looking at our first three students) ”  did we do a good job putting together a look back?

Recorder Boy David :  We rocked!

Ima:  So, what was the big memory this year?

Ariel“The Wax Museum”

Emily K.: “The Talent Show!”

Lights come up in house

Morgan:  I’m gonna miss Pleasant Union.

Amelia:  Me too!

Morgan:  are you thinkin’ about the song I am thinking about?

Amelia From a movie?

Morgan Yep!
Amelia:  Pitch Perfect?  

Morgan:  Yep!

Students come up on stage
The Cup Song
Ima:  What else will you miss?
________First in fitness!

_______: Chorus!

__________Safety patrol!

Random student: “human Growth and Development!’  everyone looks at that person and goes “Ewwww, no..…”!

Then that student redeems them self  and says“  

the Washington trip?”

Todd: Sunny, what’s the forecast for these 5th graders?

Sunny:  There will be some changes in a few weeks, but I predict a bright future!

Words of wisdom about change:

Cue song:  “Change is Good”

Ima: 
Well folks, That’s it for our look back.  Thank you for joining us toni

Todd;  and I am Todd Tellit, saying

BOTH:  “Goodnight from WALB!”  Music plays… (Pink Panther?  )  or start the CD of the show?

THE END

Students wave to the audience… (they will be clapping, hopefully… either because it is done, or because it was good!!)  

Ms. Young will call all of the 5th grade teachers out and any others who helped, and Jack and Samantha to recognize and thank them as well as Maryann, Ben and Annette

Students who have borrowed costumes or recorders will be asked to return them to the music room.

A few students should be assigned as stage hands.  They will be given the duty to pick up all of the props and return them to the music rooom
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
